There will 

be plenty of lab time to practice one or more of the welding processes most widely 

used in industry today, including: oxyfuel gas welding and cutting, shielded metal 

arc welding, gas metal arc welding, flux cored arc welding, and gas tungsten arc 

welding, or you may choose to specialize in preparation for welder qualification.
