SSS Program at NCC for two years.

The TRiO SSS program at NCC is a federally funded program designed to provide tutoring, 

mentoring, financial aid/scholarship advising, academic/career/personal counseling, campus 

visits to four year colleges/universities, and cultural enrichment that will ultimately increase 

students’ chances for academic success in college.  Students who are first generation college 

students, meet federal income guidelines, or have a documented disability are eligible to apply. 
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
